
• The 2021 PGDC Race Weekend Events have converted to a 100% Virtual Experience.

•  So that 2021 PGDC 15K, 5K, Half Marathon or 8K Registered Participants ONLY can have the 
opportunity to run or walk their virtual race on a portion of the traditional PGDC Course, the 
City of Tampa will close Bayshore Boulevard from 5:00 a.m.-11:45 a.m. on Saturday, May 8 and 
Sunday, May 9, from Platt Street, south to Gandy Boulevard.** Open only to 2021 PGDC 
Registered Participants wearing a 2021 PGDC Race Number.

** Please note: Registered participants remaining on Bayshore Boulevard, south of Bay to Bay 
Boulevard at 9:45 a.m., will be moved to the Bayshore Boulevard sidewalk.  Once past Bay to 
Bay on the north bound side of Bayshore Boulevard, registered participants can move from the 
sidewalk to Bayshore.

** Please note: Registered participants remaining on Bayshore Boulevard, north of Bay to Bay 
Boulevard at 11:45 a.m., will be moved to the Bayshore Boulevard sidewalk.  

•  2021 PGDC 15K, 5K, Half Marathon & 8K Registered Participants can run their virtual race on 
Saturday or Sunday morning, May 8 or May 9.

•  A Suggested Start Line & Suggested Finish Line will be placed on Bayshore Boulevard near 
the traditional PGDC Finish Line.  This location was utilized to measure and design the 
suggested 2021 PGDC 15K, 5K, Half Marathon & 8K courses.

–  The suggested routes have not been certified but are as close as possible
to the official 15K, 5K, Half Marathon & 8K Distances.
